concise. “Bhairav is rather adventurous, a
jetsetter who hops continents on a weekly
basis. And his brief was to create a stylish,
cosmopolitan, weekend pad,” informs Smita.
For Smita, who is known for her quirky,
whimsical and fantastical style of decorating,
this was a terrific brief. “It was an excellent
brief to interpret and work on. We decided
to do a city-inspired look, distilling his
experience and perception of three of his
favourite cities: New York, London and
Sydney.” Being eclectic and elegant at the
same time is a rare combination. And this
rarity is what we find in this weekend pad.

‘While the living and the dining rooms are
designed to capture the hip and artsy global
vibe of the streets of any of these cities, each
of the three bedrooms is designed after one of
these iconic places.

Inspired by the life-size street murals, a
commissioned oversized painting by artist
Shunnal Ligade, depicting London city during
the swinging '60s sets the casual, artsy
ambience of the living area. Reinforcing the
vibe is a street sign tile art in the dining area,
inluenced by the quintessential mosaic murals
of the NYC subway.

The over all effect in the bedroom with
its grunge concrete walls, eclectic art and
sophisticated furntiure is bold, sleek and
industrial — a nod to the city’s bustling yet
sophisticated spirit. €l
